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Yilan Railway, from Badu to Su’ao, was completely finished and started

formally operation on December first, 1924. It has been the main ways for

incoming and outgoing Yilan. The railway economically benefits the towns

which it goes through and promotes new development. In addition, it

contains people’s memories of life. This year is its centenary, the exhibition

displays the history and process of Yilan Railway construction, the change of

Yilan triggered by the railway, and the prologue of Yilan Railway’s next
centenary.
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The Birth of Yilan Railway
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Railways were the most important
modern transportation for Taiwan
in the Japanese ruled period. Its
ability of  quickly carrying
passengers and hauling goods to

other places shifted people's
perception of time and space.

The section presents the reasons
supporting Yilan Railway plan,
history and process of construc-
tion, achievements of the construc-
tion, and the features of the

railway.
